Besides DSP-Defrag recordings, the label he founded in 1999 together with Carlo Notarangelo, Pasquale Basso and Davide Rovito, and that produces acts like G-man, Mikael Stavostrand, Jonas Bering and many others, he runs a booking agency that represents artists from the international electronic, scene from techno to very abstract electronica.

He collaborates with video artists duo Bianco-Valente, together they are a perfect audio-visual symbiosis example. Self Organizing Structures  is the work they presented at Sonar festival 2004, six long tracks made of melodies, waits, minimal beats. Landscapes and microorganic visions that create a whispered story.
